· Will I be part of the planning team?

Mentors should be chosen through an application process.  They should have to prove their knowledge with online learning and technology in general.  They should also have a positive relationship with the students.
· How will mentors be trained? 
If possible, mentors should be professionally trained through in-services or conferences.
· Who will support mentors with technical issues? 
There should be a “tech guy” that is either on staff through the district or through the online program that the mentor can come to with problems.  

· Is there a budget for technology needed to support students, i.e. fax, long distance telephone, etc.? 
TCAPS is relatively up to date with technology support.  We have wireless internet at our school and decent computers that can handle online learning situations.  If there is an extra cost to the school, that should be considered when deciding on the online learning program.

· Will the mentor have a budget? 
I don’t believe that the mentor needs his own budget.  If there is a need for money, he can request to take from the general online learning fund.

· Who will be the point of contact for the course? 
For the students?  The mentor should be the main contact person for the students.

· How will I communicate with administration, tech coordinators, counselors, teachers, and parents? 
There are several possibilities:  email, create website, moodle site, blackboard.  Any of these would be sufficient. 

· Is our acceptable use policy current?
